12 hours, recoat time 12 hours. Low temperature /high humidity can increase drying

application:  

New timber should be clean, non-oily and thoroughly dry. Remove all old coatings to 

bare wood. If the timber is not pressure treated apply an appropriate wood preservative. 

Stir thoroughly.  

For best results use a clean, lint free cloth.  

Apply a thin even coat in the direction of the grain, work the oil into the grain of the 

wood ensuring complete saturation of the timber. When dry (minimum 12 hours), apply a 

second coat. 

Do not apply below 5° C.
